Access Statement for Sheepscombe House Bed and Breakfast, 
Snowshill, Broadway.
Introduction

Sheepscombe House Bed and Breakfast accommodation is a high standard (four star, gold awarded) B&B, set on the edge of the well known Cotswold village of Snowshill.  The same owners have been providing B&B at the property for eight years. 
Tim & Jacki opened up their home to Bed & Breakfast guests in 2001

Tim is a sheep farmer who has lived at the farm in Snowshill all his life. Tim also has a private hire chauffeur’s licence and drives visitors all over England & Wales. Most of his tours are in & around The Cotswolds, the area he knows & loves best. He will take visitors to Bath, Oxford, Stonehenge and to many secret hideaways, which few people know about, other than the locals.

Jacki was trained in Hotel Management & Catering & has worked in many areas of the business. In 1986 she & Tim opened a Delicatessen & mail order food business, specialising in corporate gifts & bespoke food hampers, as well as sourcing local foods & cheeses for their shop customers. They sold this very successful business in 1999.

Sheepscombe House stands at the head of the beautiful Snowshill Valley. It has stunning views over Broadway & The Vale of Evesham. Their 200 acre farm surrounds the farmhouse. Visit Britain inspectors have awarded 4 Stars with a |Gold Award in recognition of the high standards at Sheepscombe House. Again Tim & Jacki take extra care to promote local food & businesses, especially local farmers. Breakfast includes bacon & sausages from Gloucester Old Spot pigs, from a local pig farmer, eggs from their own hens, butter & yoghurt from a local dairy farmer. Honey, preserves & apple juice are all locally produced.

This working sheep farm is surrounded by beautiful countryside with spectacular and unsurpassed views.  From the bedrooms long reaching views stretch with the eye not only over the village, but downhill to Broadway, the Vale of Evesham and beyond.   There is sufficient accommodation for six people, in three rooms, providing a first class stay. 

There is a National Trust property in the village – Snowshill Manor – and the village also has a good pub, where meals are served both at lunchtime and during the evening.  This is a five minute walk from the accommodation.

A wonderful selection of local produce is available at breakfast time; the B&B is a founder member of Cotswolds Breakfast dot com (www.cotswoldsbreakfast.com)   . 

Pre Arrival

· We are at the south-west end of the village of Snowshill, Worcestershire reached by a small road leading to the farmhouse.

· Sat. Nav systems may be unreliable, some guests arriving tell us that they only reach as far as the pub!, it will be advisable to call forward for directions, or access these through the website..(www.broadway-cotswolds.co.uk/sheepscombe.html).

· Public transport – buses – although no buses are available in the village of Snowshill, there are good bus services from  Broadway (3 miles)  to  Moreton in Marsh, Chipping Campden and Cheltenham.  The owners will be glad to help you plan a schedule, and in fact operate a chauffeur driven car service and can help you with transport to and from the B&B, and throughout your stay.  

· The nearest main line station is  Moreton in Marsh or Evesham.

· We are able to accommodate dogs (not in the bedrooms) by prior arrangement.

· We welcome children of all ages – some of our accommodation is particularly suited to families particularly self-contained suite with kitchenette. 
· A variety of dietary requirements can be catered for with advance notification.  People with nut allergies should be aware that there may be nuts in some of our produce – muesli specifically.
· There are fridges in two out of the three rooms, (obviously in The Byre Suite with a small kitchenette, together with a microwave) and in The Granary room.
· Our breakfast menu and guest information can be provided in large print and/or described verbally.
· Mobile phone coverage is adequate for most networks.

· Owner has several hospitality qualifications – Hotel and Catering Institute, Restaurant and Housekeeping diplomas, City and Guilds qualifications 150 and 151 Certificate in Cookery.  

· Our location is peaceful and fairly remote, and although not particularly suited to those travelling without a car, we would be delighted to provide personal travel itineries either when you arrive or pre-arrival, and of course offer a personal chauffeur service ……..
· We can arrange bike hire. Beautiful Walks are straight outside of the door – 600 metres from the Cotswold Way.

· Enquiries and bookings can be made by e mail.

· Emergency information can be communicated verbally on request.

Arrival and Car Parking Facilities

-
There is sufficient parking for four cars, on tarmac directly outside the B&B.
-
There are no charges and no time limits for parking outside.

-
The farmhouse and checking in area is reached by a small paved path set in gravel to the front door.

-
We can provide assistance with luggage.

Main Entrance and Reception
· There is one small step at the front door into the hall. 

· There is a door leading to the dining room, with stone tiled floor, where guests will be checked in.

Public Areas – WC

-
Bedrooms are all en suite, there is no public WC available.
Dining Room
· Breakfast is served in the dining room on the ground floor of the farmhouse.  

· Stone tiled floor.

· There are spot lights in the dining room.

· There is a substantial menu available –  with fruit juices, fruit, bread, cereals, yoghurts, bacon, tomatoes, mushrooms, sausages, eggs etc.  Home made marmalade, farmhouse butter.  Waitress service to the table of cooked breakfast and beverages.

· There is one table for guests to sit all together.  
· There are no forms of media in the dining room at breakfast – no TV or radio.

· WiFi access is available.
· There are several guide books and maps centrally available in the dining room, and individual local attractions leaflets in the bedroom folders.

Laundry
· Available on request (washing ,small charge, and drying – walking clothes etc.).

Outdoor facilities

· Guests are welcome to sit in the garden.  Table and chairs are provided.  

Bedrooms

· All three bedrooms are first floor.

· Two bedrooms are twin bedded – both have the option of combining the bed to provide a 6ft double bed, and the third bedroom is a king sized bed.

· Duck down and feather duvets are provided.
· Sheets and blankets are available on request.

· Each room has a DVD and digital TV provided.

· There is a hairdryer in every bedroom.

· Luggage racks are provided in every room.

· There is good information available in the bedroom, with a map of the local area.

· All guests are shown around their room on arrival, made aware of the building and its facilities and fire procedures.

· Guests are given a key for their bedrooms.
· All bedrooms and bathrooms are centrally heated – thermostatically controlled.

-
Beverage trays are in every bedroom.

-
All bathrooms have shaver points available and electrical sockets available in every bedroom.

-
Outside lighting independently controlled available in the Byre and Granary rooms.

The Byre

Self contained, individual building, reached from the main car park by steps with handrail.
Step over, into the kitchen.

Kitchen – kitchen units, containing glassware, crockery, cutlery.  Microwave.  Fridge, coffee table and sofa.

Flooring kitchen – tiled with rug.

Through to bedroom – quality, deep pile carpeted floor. 6ft double bed, can be made into twin.  Further 3ft single bed.  Bedside tables with lamps.  Chest of drawers, half sized wardrobe.  Spot lighting with dimmer switches.  Windows velux.  DVD/TV in room situated on coffee table.  Through to en suite bathroom – with walk in power shower, WC, wash hand basin, towel rail.  Toiletries are provided.  Tiled flooring.
The Granary

Reached from outside of the farmhouse via a staircase with a handrail.

Resting point half way up the steps!

Over a small step into bedroom.

Carpet throughout the bedroom.

King sized bed (5ft), coffee table with TV/DVD, fridge, chest of drawers, wardrobe, two comfy bedroom chairs.

Bedside tables and lamps.  Spot lighting with dimmer switches.

From the bedroom through to the en suite bathroom – walk in power shower, wash basin, WC, chair, towel rail over radiator, toiletries provided.  Tiled flooring.  

The Twin Room
Reached via the main farmhouse  staircase, with half way point for resting!  

Into bedroom – good quality carpeting, twin beds (3ft), comfy bedroom chairs x 2, coffee table, chest of drawers, wardrobe, DVD/TV.  Bedside table with lamp.   Overhead spot lighting with dimmer.
Private bathroom – with large bath tub and hand held shower.  Towel rail – freestanding, WC, wash basin, bathroom cabinet, spot lighting.

Self Catering facilities
· Although not entirely recognised as totally equipped to self catering standards, one room, the Byre, has the added bonus of a kitchenette, where guests can prepare – using the microwave and equipment available – suppers, ready made meals, picnic food etc.

Grounds and Gardens

· We  would welcome that you might like to collect eggs for your freshly prepared breakfast!

· Please take advantage of the footpaths virtually outside of the door – 600 m from the Cotswold Way.  On a summer’s day you might like to walk to the local lavender fields or perhaps supper at the Snowshill Arms – the village pub, or visit Snowshill Manor (national trust).

· The farm is part of the ESA(…Environmentally Sensitive Area)
· encouraging wildlife, plant hedges, conserve cotswold stone walls, local habitats etc.

· You may see badger, fox, rabbit, deer, buzzard, and other wild birds in the locality.
